_____ Venue: Cafeterias, gyms, outdoor stages and other open spaces are not suitable venues for this presentation. SPEAKER will be teaching about personal safety & self-defense, which requires a captive audience. A large classroom, ballroom or auditorium is where a presentation of this nature needs to be held.

_____ Projector: An LCD projector for use with a laptop computer must be provided at PURCHASER’s sole cost. SPEAKER will bring her own laptop, but the school is responsible for providing the projector and the VGA cables necessary to connect the laptop to the projector. There is sound in the presentation so proper cables to connect to the sound system are required. No Internet connection is needed during the presentation.

 

_____ Screen: A screen must be provided at PURCHASER’s sole cost. The largest screen possible should be used, as portable screens are generally not sufficient. The screen should be the same size you would use to show a film to the same size audience. Trying to get by with a small screen will result in a less effective presentation.

_____ Sound & Stage: If amplification is necessary, a sound system and wireless lavaliere microphone must be provided at PURCHASER’s sole cost.  Either a podium or small table is also needed for SPEAKER’s props on stage.  

_____ Videotaping of Presentation: Prior approval should be obtained from SPEAKER if you would like to make an audio or videotape of the program. If the program is taped, SPEAKER is to receive a copy of all footage. News crews shooting clips for use in a story need not obtain permission. 
_____ Male Assistant: For the self-defense demos during our presentations, SPEAKER needs a friendly male student or faculty member to be on stage for demonstration purposes.  He will not be hit, thrown or harmed in any way.  (Demos are in slow motion – no tosses or strikes.)

_____ Books & Merchandise: SPEAKER will be happy to sell copies of her book, DVD, t-shirts or other safety products (alarms, pepper spray, etc.) after the event. A table will be necessary to display merchandise.  To have merchandise available for purchase, please call Fight Back Productions at 1.866.432.2423 to receive pricing information.  

 

_____ Media:  SPEAKER will be happy to meet before or after the show with local or campus newspapers and other media if time allows.

_____ State Withholding: Some states levy a nonresident entertainer tax and require colleges to withhold a percentage from the final payment amount. If you plan on withholding any part of the agreed payment amount, this must be communicated to Bass Schuler Entertainment DURING the negotiation process so that the deduction can be taken into account when calculating a performance price. If the withholding is not negotiated at the time of contracting, PURCHASER agrees that it will be solely responsible for any nonresident taxes incurred (i.e. the amount of the payment will be increased so that the final check will be for the amount agreed to).
_____ Accommodations: If accommodations are to be provided by PURCHASER, please reserve a clean, safe and new hotel with excellent standards.  The hotel should be on par with a Hampton or Fairfield Inn. Avoid chains such as Days Inn or Best Western.  A non-smoking room is mandatory.  Off campus housing is preferred, though your school may offer first-class campus accommodations. Campus housing must have cable television and an Internet connection.
