"ULTIMATE 60's FLASHBACK SHOW"

CONTRACT RIDER
THIS RIDER IS ATTACHED TO AND MADE PART OF THE NEW INVADERS CONTRACT DATED ____________________ BETWEEN DAVID NUCCIO, FOR THE NEW INVADERS (hereinafter referred to as ARTIST) and

____________________________________________.  (hereinafter referred to as PURCHASER).

This contract rider is designed to address the needs of the Artists and concerns of the Purchaser to ensure a smooth, professional performance. There may be some flexibility necessary by both parties. In most cases, The New Invaders will work with what you have available. However, no part of this contract may be altered or deleted without the expressed consent of The New Invaders, "Ultimate 60's Flashback Show”, production / management.

EQUIPMENT LOAD IN / LOAD OUT / ACCESS;
. 
Access to loading /stage area must be available to band and production crew a minimum of three hours before the start of show, any opening acts, and / or entry of audience.

.
Back stage loading area to accommodate unloading of one small truck and six cars, to be within 25 feet of the stage. If this is not possible, purchaser must provide at least 2 able bodied stage hands to assist unloading equipment to bring it to back stage area.

.
Accommodation for truck to be parked near back stage / loading area. Close proximity parking for six cars to be provided at no cost to the band.

.
At completion of the show, the band and crew must have immediate access to stage and loading area, to pack and reload equipment. Stage hands to be available to assist in loading and area must remain lighted until all equipment is loaded.

.
Additional load in and set up time is required on any and all hotel/banquet room and elevator buildings.

.
Purchaser to have these above guidelines set with the event facility, or a risk delay in start time.

DRESSING ROOM / CHANGING AREA:
.
Artists require a private, clean, well lit, air conditioned (heated), dressing room with adequate space for 10 people, available upon arrival. Dressing room to be equipped with hot /cold water wash basin and private toilet, mirror and chairs.

.
Dressing room to be locked with key provided to band OR a security person must remain at dressing room entrance to provide access to band and authorized personal only.

.
Same dressing room must be within easy, close access to stage for the artists to change costumes several times during the show. If not available, a quick change booth or tent to be provided directly off stage area.

.
Hospitality is requested, though not required. Please provide cold water and soda for the performers. Food is optional. Alcohol refreshments are not requested.

STAGE/ELECTRICAL REQUIREMENTS
* THE NEW INVADERS PROVIDING SOUND SYSTEM AND LIGHTING

STAGE:
.
Purchaser to supply a well constructed and sturdy stage at least 24 feet wide x 15 feet deep, at a height suitable for the audience to view the performance. This must be set up, dry and clean of debris at least three hours prior to the start of event.

. 
Stair risers to be placed on each side of stage of stage.

SOUND SYSTEM:
.
Artist to supply a high quality sound system suitable for the venue.

System size will be based on indoor/outdoor event, room size, and audience size.

.
A sound production / mixing area, l0 ft. x 8 ft must be provided. It is to be about 50 to 75 ft. directly in front of stage, (Left, center or right), in room. A heavy wire will be set along the floor, at side of room with least traffic, from stage to this production area.

.
We agree to play recorded music prior to, during and for a short time after the performance. Music will be from the 60's era. You may supply your own CD to be played. Sound engineer does not take requests.

.
We will provide a microphone for announcements, speeches, etc. Artists ask that once the show begins unscheduled announcements, other than emergencies, are avoided until break or end of show.

.
The show's sound will operate at a sound level of 95 to 110 db, measured at a distance 25 feet from the stage.

.
The New Invader’s sound engineer will take direction regarding volume levels from one designated person in charge of the event. Please keep in mind that this is a "Rock and Roll" show.

LIGHTING:
The New Invaders will supply stage lighting for the stage performance area. (Additional power requirements are listed below).

POWER REQUIREMENTS;
Power required based on room and audience size. Please provide us with as much information as you can as to what is available. Use the following as a general guide:


Outlets must be wired to electrical code, earth grounded. Outdoor events require GFI.

Outlets must be l10 volts, dedicated for our use only, and on separate 20 amp breakers for each circuit required. Must be ready for use 3 hours before start of event.


Small to mid-size indoor event 100 to 300 people. 3- 20 amp circuits.


Mid to large indoor event 300 to 600 people, 5 -20 amp circuits.


Large and outdoor concert up to 1800 people, 6 to 8, 20 amp circuits.


Lighting requires 2- 20 amp circuits, in addition to above.

Generator Distribution should be as follows:


3 phase 208v WYE = Phase A, Phase B, Phase C, Neutral, Ground.  Generator should be earth 
grounded.  Main panel must be neutral/ground bonded.  Sub panels shall not be double bonded.  
Sub panels should be grounded using proper bushings.  Distribution should terminate in 120 Volt 
20 amp Edison quad boxes.  GFI circuits are not desired.  When necessary to meet local codes, 
please have the ability to provide both GFI and non-GFI circuits.  

PURCHASER PROVIDING SOUND AND LIGHTING SOUND SYSTEM AND POWER REQUIREMENTS
. 
Purchaser to provide a professional, high quality sound system that shall provide clear, undistorted, evenly distributed sound to entire venue. System must be stereo.


The New Invaders will provide an input list and stage plot prior to the performance date.

.


Sound company to provide a professional analog mixing console with 24 to 32 channels, as per input list. (Available upon request). Mix board to accommodate an additional 2 effect aux. sends with stereo channel returns and main output, left I right inserts for effects, essential to The New Invaders’ show. A stereo CD player with L/R audio channels, (L/R audio channels for video player required for some shows) All must have sends to stage monitors for performers cues. Monitor system with at least 5 wedge monitors and 2 separate monitor mixes required.
. 
A tech from the sound company to be on hand for sound check, pre show and during show to assist The New Invaders if problems should occur.

. 
A lighting system consisting of at least 16 par 500 watt fixtures, to light the stage performance area and artists, with controls and dimming at FOH location. We request one follow spot and operator. Lighting must be provided for all indoor shows and outdoor shows starting after 7 pm.

.
The New Invaders will have access to sound check for a l/2 hour period. This to be one or two hours prior to the first acts performance. The band’s back-line equipment to remain on stage, (drums and riser may be set to side). Opening acts to set up in front of our equipment.


The FOH engineering will be provided by The New Invaders sound tech/engineer, Rob Bowers of B&B Productions at all performances.  Rob will require full access to the FOH mixing console during The New Invaders performance. He will advance each performance via telephone call or e-mail to the sound company of the event introducing himself and to discuss technical details of the performance.
STAGE/BACK LINE POWER

.
A stage, well constructed, solid and suitable for a show performance to be provided. This to be set up no less than 4 hours prior to performance. Size to be at least 24 feet wide by 15 feet depth, height to be suitable for audience clear view of performers. A solid stair riser to be set at stage front and center.

.
Stage to be clean of debris and completely dry prior to equipment set up.

.
Four quad boxes to be provided along back-line of stage with enough cable to reach back line amps at 110 to 120 Volts on two separate and dedicated 20 amp circuits terminated with 20 amp Edison quad boxes.  Circuits shall be properly wired with hot, neutral, and ground.  Circuits shall be wired with a minimum of 12 awg wire.  Power system shall be properly wired and only neutral/ground bonded at the main panel off of the service meter.  Sub panels shall not be double bonded.  Sub panels should be grounded using proper bushings.  Proper voltage must be present and capable of holding a load during performance.  If voltage should be below 110 Volts at any time prior to or during performance, the performance may be terminated and contract deemed completed by the artist.    

New Invaders will be allowed to cancel his performance with no prior notice in the event that he is hired to appear on a Television show, in a feature film, or a Television commercial at a time that conflicts with his scheduled performance.  In the event that New Invaders cancels his performance, New Invaders or the agency representing New Invaders for that performance will supply a suitable replacement or reschedule New Invaders on an agreed upon date. 

THE 60's VIDEO SHOW I PRODUCTION OPTION (delete this section if DNA) 

If the video option has been included in contract please provide the following:

.
An area in addition to required performance space for one overhead or two side (each side of stage) projection screens. Space and power at FOH mixing location for projectors.

L/R audio channels on mix board, with mono send to stage monitors (for sound provided shows).

.
For best results, room to be darkened (indoors). Outdoor shows to start after or near sunset. On indoor shows, production to have access to dimmers.

MERCHANDISING:
.
Artist shall have the right to sell merchandise in the form of clothing, (t-shirts, sweatshirts), band photos, buttons, etc. with 100% of all proceeds to the artist. The New Invaders may ask audience to fill out information cards or request e-mail addresses for their mailing list.

INDEMNIFICATION:
.
Purchaser shall hold Artists harmless for any personal liabilities which may occur prior to, during or following performance of artist.

.
No portion of the performance may be photographed, video taped, recorded or embodied in any form for reproduction without the consent of The New Invaders.
OUTDOOR SHOWS: WEATHER CONDITIONS / CANCELLATIONS:
.
In the event of rain, lightning, high winds or other unsafe conditions that may place the artist and audience in danger, the performance will be immediately stopped.  Both parties to determine whether or not the performance should proceed. However, in any event, if the performance is cancelled because of such conditions, the Purchaser agrees to pay the Artist in the full amount provided for in the contract.
