_____ Stage: Two (2) bottles of water onstage. Also a chair or a stool to set them on.

_____ Sound: A microphone with a stand—preferably a normal mic stand, not a guitar musician’s stand, but any stand will do--- must be provided at PURCHASER’s sole cost. If performance is in a wide open cafeteria/student union, then other distractions such as TVs, arcade games must be turned off.  

_____ Lighting: The stage will be as well-lit as possible.

_____ T-shirt: A t-shirt of the school, size Medium (M), preferably in school’s colors will be provided to Erik.

_____ Payment: All compensation will be paid in full immediately upon completion of performance.

_____ Media: Erik will be happy to meet before or after the show with the local/campus newspapers and other media. Please forward any reviews, articles, or press related material to the AGENT concerning Erik’s performance.

_____ Accommodation:  A non-smoking room is mandatory. It is preferred that housing have cable television and an internet connection.

_____ Merchandise:  Purchaser will allow Erik, if he so chooses, to sell merchandise, T-shirts, C.D.s, after his performance. Provide one student to help sell merchandise and to take pictures for SOCIAL NETWORKING sites. Purchaser will allow this free of charge and will receive no percentage of sales.  



_____ Promotion of the Show:  Purchaser will actively promote attendance to the performance. Purchaser will create posters and is required to hang them up in well-trafficked areas of campus. Purchaser is encouraged to promote the show using all means possible—including but not limited to Facebook, Myspace, Twitter, campus email, Posters, feel free to make your own, contact BSE if more promotional materials are needed.
